· To the Norms of Life of the Lay Scalabrinian Missionaries defining common elements for formation and for ecclesial as well as apostolic commitments, in the light of the Documents of the Church and the Congregation of the Missionary Sisters of St. Charles Borromeo-Scalabrinians, projecting the work of the movement for the triennial year 2006-2009.

3rd Day: THE SCALABRINIAN SPIRITUALITY, in the mission of the LSM
4th Day: THE VOCATION AND MISSION OF THE LAY SCALABRINIAN MISSIONARIES in the world of migration

PRACTICAL ISSUES TO BE DEEPENED, DEFINED AND APPROVED

· Approval of the Norms of Life of the Lay Scalabrinian Missionaries
· Evaluation of the process of application of the General Directives of the LSM Movement; update and clarification of articles as may be necessary

· Procedures for the general evaluation of accomplishment of the previous triennial year and approval of the prospects for the triennial year 2006-2009

· Election of the General Coordinator and Council of the LSM Movement

· Reflection and progress on the subsidy for formation for the LSM Movement

· Review and take up questions on the identification of the LSM and the symbol of belonging to the LSM Movement

· Proposed economic organization of the movement at the general and group levels

· Communication and articulation among groups and members of the LSM Movement

· Creation of a FOLDER and of an electronic bulletin for the LSM Movement

· Expansion of the movement, with special attention to places where the MSCS Sisters are not present: definition of criteria for the accompaniment of the same.

· Establishment of general guidelines for the general program of the movement

· Approval of the final document of the assembly
